Bark Attractive bark peels off in strips in older trees.

Flowers Inconspicious flowers

Leaves In youth, they have brances set somewhat sparsely with glossy dark green leaves

2-4 in. long, 1/2 in. wide. As they age, they develop 1-2 in. soft grayish green
to bluish green leaves closely spaced on branches

Fruit Female plants produce small, fleshy, purplish fruits after a number of years if a male

tree is nearby.

Exposure Full sun or partial shade recommended.

Water Little to moderate water necessary.

Climate Frost sensitive; tolerant of heat & drought.

Pests Aphids, California red scale, Podocarpus aphid.

Diseases Reasonably disease - free.

Soil Type Grows well in most soils, but develops chlorosis where soil is alkaline or heavy &

damp.

Comments Formerly knowns as Podocarpus gracilior.

Debris Male - light; Female - heavy

Type Deciduous

Bark Usually gray-brown ridges with darker furrows

Flowers Not ornamental. Trees do not bloom until they are at least twenty years old.

Leaves Each leaf looks like a miniature fan, distinctly notched at the center apex & 2-3

1/2 inches wide. They are delicate light green turning yellow in the fall before
dropping. Tree is bare November thru March.

Fruit Female trees produce messy, fleshy, ill-smelling fruit. Male trees produce pollen

but are preferred for street trees.

Exposure Full sun recommended.

Water Moderate to regular water necessary.

Climate Tolerant of air pollution. Tolerates extremes of heat & cold. Zones A3, 1-10, 12, 14-24.

Pests Omniverous looper (chews leaves). Otherwise, relatively pest free.

Diseases Root knot nematode. Tolerant of oak root fungus.

Soil Type Requires deep, well drained soil to survive old age; stunted in heavy clay

alkaline soils.

Comments Needs occasional deep watering once a month.
