Renewal Instructions 
Your current business license will expire on June 30, 2006, and it is time to renew your business license for FY 2006-07 (covering the period July 1, 
2006 to June 30, 2007). The City calculates your tax amount based on both your Business Class and the level of business activity we have on file for 
you. Please review the information on your courtesy Renewal Notice and make corrections or contact the Financial Services Division to update your 
account, if necessary.  Please pay your annual business license tax and the administrative fee no later than July 31, 2006 to avoid penalties. 

Administrative Fees:  An administrative fee is due in addition to the Business License Tax and must be paid before a license can be issued.

Penalties: In accordance with El Cerrito Municipal Code §4.32.210, the following cumulative penalties are assessed on each date shown: August 1 
= 10%, September 1 = 20%, October 1 = 20%, November 1 = 20%, December 1 = 20%, January 1 = 10%. Failure to pay Business License Taxes, 
as required by El Cerrito Municipal Code Chapter 4.32, may result in criminal prosecution or collective action. 

Additional Permits Required: Please note that you may need additional permits and licenses in order to operate legally in El Cerrito. For example, 
you may need a Home Occupation Permit, Taxicab Permit, Bingo Permit, Conditional Use Permit, or other permit. You may also need Federal, 
State, or County licenses and permits, such as a California Seller’s Permit or a State Contractor’s License. 

Emergency Cards: The El Cerrito Police Department is requesting that local businesses update their emergency contact cards. If an emergency 
card is enclosed with your renewal, please return it with your renewal payment.
