Film or Digital. If digital, no Photoshop like filters
or distortion can be used.

Sculpture

Anything 3-Dimensional made from Metal, Wood,
Paper, Clay, found objects,

Styrofoam, resin or stone. No Jewelry.

Ceramic

Works that are ceramic in nature including
thrown pottery, tiles, reliefs. Must be original
work, no pre made bisqueware pieces.

Mixed Media/ Collage/

Category in Waiting

If it doesn’t fit anywhere else, uses multiple me-
diums or is collage then your art belongs here.

Fine Art Textiles

Any flat or dimensional art created from fabric.
Exs. Quilted wall hangings. Fabric collages. Tap-
estries. Hand made lace. Batiks.

Pastel
Chalk/Soft or Oil Pastel.

Pencil/ Ink

Works may be completed in pencil, colored pen-
cil, or pen and ink.

Pen and Ink with colored washs should be sub-
mitted to the mixed media category.

Graphics/ Computer Manipulation
Computer manipulated photos.
Graphic Designs. No use of Clipart.

Only 1 entry allowed per artist in each

of the following special category.

Rules and Guidelines:

1. All sections of the entry form must be
completed with accurate information and signed
for submission. Please make a copy for your
records. The Registration Tag (right) must be
rettained and affixed to the back bottom right of
your entry. The Enry Form (left) must be
submitted with a check to the Treasurer on or
before the deadline of September 19, 2009.

2. All artists must be 16 years old by Oct 4,
20009.

3. All entries must be originals. No copies or
reproductions. No afters or art class works.

4. No last minute substitutions will be allowed.
No exceptions.

5. Works on canvas must be framed unless the
depth of the canvas is 1 ¥4 inches or more. Can-
vas 1 ¥4 inches or more must be painted on all
four sides (white, black or as the painting).

6. All entries that require frames must include
wires. Wires should not extend beyond the
upper frame edge. Sawtooth hangers and frame-
less systems will not be allowed.

7. Glass is acceptable on works 16” x 20” or
smaller, acrylic must be used on anything
larger.

8. Because of hanging restraints, no artwork
shall exceed 4 feet in any one direction. This
includes scrolls.

9. Sculptures exceeding 75 Ibs require the
artist to setup and move.

10. You may bring postcards and business cards
to leave at the front table but you may not place
these items on or near your artworks during the
show.

11. All artists are required to attend the Friday
reception to greet guests and patrons.

12. We ask that entries not exceed $1200 in

value for sale or not.

13. All sales will be handled by the ECAA.
Patrons will be asked to make their checks pay-
able to ECAA. Artists will recieve a check from
the ECAA, less a 15% handling fee, shortly after
the show closes.
